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Weak April tax revenue widens 
state budget deficit by $61 million
but officials are confident crisis is over


Instead of an “April surprise” of unexpected revenues that would have gone a long way toward solving the state’s budget deficit, a fresh appraisal of tax revenues for April and the rest of the fourth quarter shows the deficit worsening by $61.7 million. Those numbers from the Fiscal Research Division indicate that the budget deficit, which had been put at $635.3 million, will more likely be $698 million by the end of the fiscal year on June 30.

During a Wednesday briefing with legislators, Senior Analyst David Crotts of the Fiscal Research Division said he was disappointed but not surprised that there will be no unexpected surge in state income taxes after the April 15 tax filing deadline and from estimated first-quarter tax payments from high-income individuals. However, Crotts told us the numbers reassured him that the budget crisis is easing. “We think most of the worst situation is over because the monthly collections are stable,” Crotts said.

Crotts said he and other budget officials now are convinced that Gov. Mike Easley’s emergency order in February directing $960 million in budget cuts, hiring freezes and other stop-gap measures will be enough to cover the projected year-end budget deficit. The question now is when and if the state can release the $95 million local government reimbursement money it has been holding and whether the state will have to tap the $157 million in the Rainy Day Fund. 

Easley answered that question Thursday in a letter to House and Senate leaders. The governor said the state may need every dime of the $965 million he set aside in February to cover the budget shortfall. Therefore, he will not release any of the reserve before the end of the fiscal year, including all of the $157 million left in the Rainy Day Fund, $95 million in reimbursements to local governments, and $151 million in state employee retirement fund contributions.

"At this point, I cannot responsibly release any of the funds that have been set aside to deal with this growing deficit," Easley said in a letter to Senate President Pro Tem Marc Basnight and House Speaker Jim Black.

The text of Easley's letter is printed at the end of this story.

While the governor continues to take a conservative stance toward the budget crisis, others said they were encouraged by news that the state plans to trim Medicaid costs by $80 million by reducing reimbursements to doctors. The reductions are included in a study that found that the state’s $1.5 billion a year Medicaid program pays the highest reimbursement rates of the 12 Southeastern states. Medicaid, which provides health care services for the poor, accounts for 10.3 percent of the state budget.
 

Crotts told legislators Wednesday that most budget line items held their ground or turned up a bit in April. Sales taxes are 2 to 3 percent above last year's levels although they were projected to increase 4 percent to 5 percent this year. 

But corporate income tax collections continued a worrisome slide. “We think for the year on a baseline basis corporate will be down 15 percent or so from last year,” Crotts said. “That situation did worsen in April, when corporate income tax collections were down almost 30 percent for the month.”

Crotts said he attributes the decline in corporate income taxes to rising energy costs and the recession in the manufacturing sector.

With confidence rising that the state has a firm handle on its immediate budget problem, and enough in reserve to meet any contingency, work is beginning in earnest on drawing up the spending blueprint for the coming biennium, a process that begins with projections of just how much tax revenue the state will collect. 

Crotts told legislators this week that he believes the state can safely forecast revenue growth of 5 percent next fiscal year, a level that would produce around $700 million in additional revenue in the current $14 billion state budget. Crotts said that’s a conservative figure. Historically, state revenues grow between 7 percent and 7.5 percent in economic recovery years, Crotts told legislators.

While that sounds like a lot of extra money to spend, Crotts and others warned that the state’s commitments are rising even faster. “Off the top you have Medicaid requirements next year that will cost an extra $502 million,” Crotts noted. “In addition, we’ve got enrollment growth in the public school, universities and community colleges. Plus, we have increases in the cost of the state health plan. So, just the existing budget requirement growth we know of now will use up more than” the anticipated $700 million revenue growth, Crotts added.

Financial conditions should be much better in the second year of the coming two-year budget cycle, Crotts told us. “I’m much more optimistic about the second year of the new biennium,” he said. 

Easley repeatedly has said the state shouldn’t cut education funding to balance its budget, a message he repeated Tuesday in remarks to directors of the Charlotte Chamber of Commerce. "Of all the cuts we have to make, education is not the one to make," he said. The governor’s reassurances apparently weren’t enough to satisfy about 2,000 college students who marched on the Legislative Building on Wednesday, shouting  "Hey, Hey, Ho, Ho, these budget cuts have got to go!" and, "Get our budget in the black -- you trade in your Cadillac!"


Here is the text of Gov. Easley’s letter to legislative leaders:

May 3, 2001


Dear Senator Basnight and Speaker Black:

 
Based on the April collections, the State Budget Office has revised their estimate of the budget shortfall for the current fiscal year. While the state met targeted numbers for individual income tax collections in April, collections in the areas of withholding, sales and corporate tax for the month fell well below projections. In fact, corporate income tax collections are down 26% from last year. Given the new numbers, our experts now estimate the current fiscal year shortfall to be $850 million.

In February of this year, when I declared a budget emergency, the shortfall was estimated to be between $605 and $791 million. Preparing for a worst-case scenario, I set aside $1 billion to deal with the shortfall. Last month, I released $40 million for Hurricane Floyd recovery efforts, bringing the balance of our reserve to $965 million. This leaves only $115 million should the budget situation worsen between now and June 30. As you know, the money for the reserve was identified from a variety of state funds.

These new numbers definitely indicate a worst-case scenario. The good news is that we prepared to deal with this situation. The bad news is that we will likely need to use money from nearly all of the identified sources including the local inventory tax, the state retirement fund, and the rainy day fund. At this point, I cannot responsibly release any of the funds that have been set aside to deal with this growing deficit.

As you know, this year's shortfall does not disappear when the new fiscal year begins. The latest estimates indicate that we are facing a growing shortfall for the 2001-03 budget. I look forward to working with you to bring the biennial budget into balance.

As we deal with the current fiscal situation, I urge you to look for ways to continue the progress you have made in the past decade. We must maintain our progressive attitude and move forward with initiatives that will keep North Carolina competitive. I urge you to make efforts to cut government as we expand education opportunities for all North Carolinians.

Working together, I am confident that we can succeed. I am looking forward to working with you to meet this challenge. My confidence in you and the General Assembly could not be greater, and I stand ready to assist you in any request.

New poll shows 60% support
for state lottery; opponents
begin telephone campaign


Debate over a state lottery heated up in the General Assembly this week when a pro-lottery group released a poll showing that a majority of voters favor a lottery. Meanwhile, an anti-lottery group began calling voters in 17 legislative districts to play recorded messages by former governor Jim Martin and former UNC System president Bill Friday opposing a lottery.

The poll of 802 registered voters, conducted March 20-22 by the Cooper and Secrest Associates and Fabrizio, McLaughlin & Associates polling firms, found that 60 percent of voters favor a lottery and 33 percent oppose it. Of those in favor of a lottery, 43 percent said their support was strong. The poll also found that 66 percent of respondents said they had played the lottery in other states. The poll had a margin of error of plus or minus 3.5 percent.


According to the poll, support for a lottery is stronger among black voters than white voters, 65 percent vs. 58 percent. Surprisingly, political affiliation makes little difference in attitudes about a lottery. Among white Democrats, 63 percent favor a lottery vs. 57 percent white Republicans. 

The poll was paid for by the N.C. Lottery for Education Coalition, a group that includes convenience store operators and companies that administer state lottery programs in other states. 


The organizers of an anti-lottery group, Citizens United Against the Lottery, said it has delivered pre-recorded phone messages by Gov. Martin and Friday to 50,000 voters in 17 legislative districts. It was the second such wave of phone calls by the group, which is chaired by former state Rep. Chuck Neely of Raleigh. Neely’s group also has planned an anti-lottery rally at the Legislative Building next Tuesday.

Gov. Mike Easley is advocating a lottery as way to help pay for initiatives to reduce class size in early grades and provide preschool for at-risk 4-year-olds. Lottery bills have been introduced in the House and Senate this year but have not seen any action. 

Unemployment rates drop a bit in most counties
Unemployment rates fell in 85 North Carolina counties in March and in 10 of the state’s 11 metro areas, according to the N.C. Employment Security Commission. The rates increased in 12 counties and were unchanged in the remaining three counties. Tyrrell County had the state’s highest unemployment rate in March, at 14.7 percent. Wake County had the lowest, at 1.8 percent. North Carolina’s state unemployment rate was at 4.5 percent. March unemployment rates in the state's metro, compared with February were:

Ashe County educator named Teacher of the Year
Carmen Wilson, a math teacher at Ashe County High School, was named the 2001-02 North Carolina Teacher of the Year at a banquet in Cary Tuesday night. Ms. Wilson will represent North Carolina in the national teacher of the year competition. Plus, she will receive a new car, thanks to the N.C. Automobile Dealers Association. She succeeds Laura Bilbro-Berry, a second grade teacher at John C. Tayloe Elementary School in Beaufort County, who won the award last year.
Wilson said that she has always enjoyed helping others to understand the beauties and the intricacies of mathematics. "Many rewards to teaching are intangible and immeasurable. I love to see the look on students' faces when they suddenly understand a new or difficult concept."
The Automobile Dealers Association sponsored the state teacher of the year dinner and will cover the expenses associated with six regional leadership and professional development symposiums that will be led by the regional Teachers of the Year. In addition, North Carolina Ford and Toyota dealers are offering teachers an additional $500 rebate toward the purchase or lease of any qualifying new 2001 vehicle during the month of May. The N.C. Center for International Understanding presented Wilson with the Carolyn Hunt Scholarship that will pay for a trip abroad.
Wilson has taught 11 years, all at Ashe County High School. She is a member of the N.C. Council of Teachers of Mathematics, N.C. Association of Educators and Delta Kappa Gamma (Society of Women Educators). She was named Ashe County's teacher of the year in 1998-99 and 2000-01, nominated for the 2001 Presidential Awards for Excellence in Mathematics Teaching, and named to the Who's Who Among America's Teachers in 1998. She also was a Tandy Technology Scholar in 1994. Wilson received her bachelor of science and master’s degrees in mathematics/secondary education from Appalachian State University. She also is a National Board Certified teacher. Wilson will spend next school year traveling the state as an ambassador for the teaching profession. She also will receive a one-time $7,500 stipend and a trip to the national conference. In addition, the state teacher of the year serves as advisor to the State Board of Education.

Meanwhile, Dr. Peggy Smith, principal at East Clayton Elementary School in Clayton, was named Wachovia Principal of the Year for the state of North Carolina.  East Clayton is a School of  Distinction, which means that 80 percent or more of the students are at or above grade level or proficiency.

Funeral home director pleads guilty to state tax evasion
A Fuquay-Varina funeral home director pleaded guilty Monday to three counts of attempting to evade or defeat state and county sales taxes. Carl A. Trice, 51, pleaded guilty in Wake County Superior Court to the offenses, which occurred while he was doing business as Trice Funeral Home. From Jan. 1, 1996, through Dec. 31, 1998, Trice failed to report or remit $27,158.59 in state and county sales taxes collected from his customers. Since January 1996, Trice had only filed two of the 60 monthly sales tax reports that were due. Superior Court Judge David Q. LaBarre sentenced Trice to two, consecutive six-month prison terms. The sentences were suspended, and Trice was placed on probation for 36 months, ordered to pay restitution of $27,158.59, pay a $13,500 criminal fine and perform 100 hours of community service.

State issues year’s first ozone alert
The N.C. Division of Air Quality issued a Code Orange ozone alert for the Triad on Thursday, the first such warning of bad air quality this year. A Code Orange means people who are sensitive to air pollution should avoid moderate exertion outdoors in the afternoon. The air pollution forecast for Thursday predicted that ozone levels would exceed the standard of 0.08 parts per million (ppm) averaged over 8 hours. In 2000, the N.C. Environmental Management Commission adopted rules that will require a two-thirds reduction in ozone-forming emissions from power plants and other industrial sources. 


DOT plans hearing on new rest area in Haywood County
The N.C. Department of Transportation will hold a citizens informational workshop on Thursday, May 17, for proposed construction of a new rest area to serve Interstate 40 West just east of S.R. 1534 (Thompson Cove Road) near Exit 27 in Haywood County. The meeting will be held from 4:30 p.m. - 7 p.m. in the Cafeteria at the Haywood Community College Student Center located on Freedlander Drive in Clyde. Committee considers streamlined sales tax

The Senate Finance Committee on Wednesday discussed at length S. 44  Streamlined Sales Tax (Kerr, D-Wayne). The Streamlined Sales Tax System is focused on improving sales and use tax administration systems for both Main Street and remote sellers for all types of commerce.   This is considered a “fairness issue” to ensure that taxes are being paid for items purchased through remote sales just as taxes are paid for items purchased from businesses physically located in North Carolina. No action was taken on the bill. NCCBI has indicated its support for the legislation, along with a broad-based coalition, including the N.C. Retail Merchants Association, N.C. Association of County Commissioners, N.C. League of Municipalities, National Federation of Independent Business, N.C. Association of Certified Public Accountants, N.C. Easley reappoints Utilities Commission chairman
Jo Anne Sanford was reappointed chairman of the N.C. Utilities Commission by Gov. Mike Easley and Robert Gruber was reappointed executive director of the Utilities Commission's Public Staff. The governor appointed two new members of the commission, James Yancey Kerr II of Raleigh, a partner at the law firm of Smith, Anderson, Blount, Dorsett, Mitchell & Jernigan, and Michael Satterfield Wilkins of Cary, chief of staff and liaison to House Speaker Jim Black. Kerr, the son of state Sen. John Kerr (D-Wayne), will fill the position currently held by Ralph Hunt and Wilkins will fill the position currently held by Judy Hunt, whose terms expired. Easley reappointed Lorenzo Joyner of Cary to serve on the commission. Joyner was originally appointed by Easley to complete the term held by William Pittman, who resigned on January 24. 

Sanford, 50, has served as a member of the Utilities Commission since 1995 and as chairman for the past four years. Prior to joining the commission on July 19, 1995, Sanford spent 20 years with the state Attorney General's Office. As special deputy attorney general, she was the head of the Utilities and Insurance Section, which represented the Department of Insurance, the State Health Plan, the Secretary of State, the Auditor, the Secretary of Commerce, and consumers and state agencies in utilities matters. Gruber has served as executive director of the Public Staff since July 1983. The Public Staff is a non-regulatory agency that represents customers in rate cases and other utilities matters. The independent staff appears before the commission and the appellate courts as an advocate of the consuming public. The governor’s appointments are effective July 1, pending confirmation by the General Assembly. 
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 State Senate President Pro Tem Marc Basnight (D-Dare) said he will not be a candidate for the U.S. Senate next year for the seat held by Sen. Jesse Helms. Basnight said he would support Charlotte investment banker Erskine Bowles, the former White House chief of staff, if Bowles decides to seek the Senate seat. Bowles said he hasn't made a decision. Meanwhile, Sen. Helms hired the Tarrance Group to conduct a poll, a move interpreted as an indication Helms will seek a sixth term. Republican Cong. Richard Burr (R-5th), who had been considering a Senate bid if Helms didn't run, sent a letter this week to state Republican Convention delegates urging them to lobby Helms to seek re-election.
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 NCCBI President Phil Kirk has been re-elected president of the Executives Club of Raleigh. The group meets five times per year to hear speakers of interest. NCCBI Board member Laura Bingham, president of Peace College; Dr. Maureen Hartford, president of Meredith College; and Dr. Diane Suber, president of St. Augustine’s College, spoke at the group’s most recent meeting. Meanwhile, Kirk was presented an honorary lifetime membership in the N.C. School Public Relations Association at the group’s meeting last week. Kirk, who chairs the State Board of Education, spoke to the group on the need for increased communication with the public.
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 Dan McLawhorn, general counsel of the state Department of Environment and Natural Resources for the past two years, has transferred back to his old job in the Special Litigation Section of the state Attorney General’s office.  He will be replaced by Dan Oakley, who headed the Environmental Division of the Attorney General's office. Meanwhile, Dewey Botts, who had been assistant secretary for natural resources, has resigned.

Americans worked 123 days to earn enough to pay taxes
Americans celebrated Tax Freedom Day on Thursday, according to the Tax Foundation's annual calculation. That means the nation’s taxpayers had to work from Jan. 1 to the 123rd day of the year before earning enough money to pay for federal, state and local government taxes.

In North Carolina, where the state and local tax burden is a little less than the national average, Tax Freedom Day came on April 27. North Carolina ranks 34th in the national in combined state and local tax burden. 

"Since 1992, when Tax Freedom Day fell on April 18, the total tax burden has grown markedly, requiring two extra weeks of work from American taxpayers,” said Tax Foundation economist Scott Moody. “With state-local tax burdens virtually unchanged in the last decade, the increase is entirely due to the rapid growth of federal tax collections."

Not since the era of the Vietnam War and President Johnson’s "Great Society" programs has the tax burden been increased so much in such a short span of years, the Tax Foundation said.

Individual income taxes represent the largest component of Americans’ tax bills. In 2001, Americans will have to work an average of 50 days to pay these taxes. Another 29 days will be spent working to pay payroll taxes, which fund social insurance programs such as Social Security and Medicare.

Some taxes are less apparent than income and payroll taxes. Foremost among these "hidden taxes" are sales and excise taxes. Americans will work 16 days to pay these add-on taxes. Another 10 days will be spent working to pay property taxes, mostly levied by local governments. Americans will then have to work an additional 12 days to pay their share of corporate income taxes, which are collected from companies but ultimately paid by consumers, employees, and shareholders. Finally, Americans will spend five days working to pay other business and miscellaneous taxes.

Raleigh, Fayetteville awarded EPA brownfield grants
The U.S. Environmental Protection Agency awarded $1 million to Raleigh and $150,000 to Fayetteville to remediate old industrial sites as part of the agency’s brownfields pilot grants. With the help of these grants, state and local officials will compile information that will be used to attract potential developers for the locations. In addition, this year's assessment grants include provisions for the evaluation, protection and preservation of "green space"-- parks, playgrounds, trails, gardens, habitat restoration, and open space -- on revitalized brownfield sites.


Raleigh's objective is to clean up properties in Southeast and downtown Raleigh. By targeting the development zones, the city hopes to increase the reach of its current redevelopment and cleanup programs. In addition, redeveloping brownfields in these areas will curb urban sprawl and enhance inner city economic prosperity by encouraging businesses to locate near the urban core. The brownfields grant will help Raleigh continue its efforts to facilitate equitable, environmentally sustainable economic development, increase the quality of employment opportunities, and improve the lives of residents in lower-income and minority areas.


Fayetteville plans to use its $150,000 EPA grant to continue the activities of an earlier assessment pilot. These plans include: conducting environmental assessments on the two newly targeted sites; conducting community outreach for the targeted sites; conducting a feasibility study of potential cleanup alternatives for the former MGP site; and preparing a cleanup action and design plan for implementing the selected cleanup alternative for the former MGP site.

EPA defines brownfields as abandoned, idled, or under-used industrial and commercial facilities where expansion or redevelopment is complicated by real or perceived environmental contamination. EPA's brownfields economic redevelopment initiative is an organized commitment to help communities revitalize such properties environmentally and economically, mitigate potential health risks and restore economic vitality to areas where brownfields exist. 


Length of hospitalizations declines markedly
The average length of a hospital stay continues declining in the United States, according to a new report from the Center for Disease Control and Prevention, which said the average hospitalization was 5.0 days in 1999, down from 7.3 days in 1980.

The drop in inpatient hospitalization is attributed primarily to an increase in ambulatory or same-day surgery, made possible over the past 20 years with new surgical techniques and less invasive procedures. Treatment advances including new drug therapies have also contributed to fewer and shorter hospital stays as have as cost-management controls and alternative forms of health care organization and payment.

In 1980, the rate of hospitalization was 168 per 1,000 population. That rate dropped nearly 30 percent to 122 per 1,000 population in 1990 and was 116 per 1,000 in 1999. Between 1990 and 1999, the discharge rate among the 15-44 year-olds decreased 17 percent and the rate among those 45 to 64 was down 14 percent, but this was more than offset by an 11 percent increase for those 65 and older, to keep the overall rate fairly constant during the 1990s.

Women were hospitalized at a rate 45 percent higher than for men in 1999 (due in part to hospitalization for deliveries and other obstetric and gynecological diagnoses), but men had slightly longer hospital stays. The hospitalization rate varied widely by region, from 93 per 1,000 in the West to 133 in the Northeast.

Six diagnostic categories – heart disease, delivery, pneumonia, cancer, psychoses and fractures -- accounted for more than 13 million of the 32 million hospitalizations in 1999. Heart disease was the most frequent cause of hospitalization with 4.5 million discharges. Coronary atherosclerosis –a type of heart disease – accounted for over 1 million discharges; the number and rate of coronary atherosclerosis diagnoses more than doubled during the 1990s. Among those over 65, the rate more than tripled.


Cost of employee benefits rises to 36.8% of payroll
Employee benefits made up more than one-third of company payrolls in 1999, with health insurance the most expensive single benefit cost, according to a nationwide survey conducted by the U.S. Chamber of Commerce.   


“Employers continue to make a major investment in employee benefits as an indispensable employee retention tool in today’s tight labor market,” said Dr. Martin Regalia, chamber vice president and chief economist. NCCBI is the state affiliate of the U.S. Chamber of Commerce.


Employee benefits cost employers an additional 36.8 percent over wages in 1999, or an average of $14,060 per employee, according to the chamber’s Employee Benefits Study.  Medical insurance premiums were the highest-cost single benefit, about one-fifth of total benefits (an average of $2,777 per employee), more than federal payroll taxes (an average of $2,666 per employee).  Paid-time-off – vacations, holidays and sick leave combined – accounted for about one-third of all benefits (an average of $4,113 per employee).
